MEMBERSHIP 	(Mary Ann Posanski, Chairperson)
Mike Anderson reported for Chairperson Mary Ann Posanski that there currently 120 members, this includes 33 lifetime members and two eternal (lifetime) and two eternal members.

WEBSITE UPDATE
Randy Polovick reported that Tony from Marquee Creatives is working on the update for auto renewal messaging about membership. Members would receive an automated message advising them of their upcoming renewal for membership. Also the Archives section of the website contains YouTube videos and updated pictures. The presentation Polish Pines will be added, thanks to Lori Kolin for obtaining the video. Aundre’a provided a demonstration of the Organizations page with our first organization, Pi Lambda Phi, having content available for viewing. Mike Anderson will send the link to Mike Pentland of TKE to ask for his completion of their content.
Marcia Pilkiewicz reported being contacted by an alumnus with concerns about the nomination form on the website being difficult or impossible to access. Kathy Noce demonstrated the ability to do so but it is noted that if a user does not have Adobe they would not be able to fill it out. If unable to fill it out on-line, it would be necessary to download the form, print it out, complete it, scan it and email it back to info@allilancecollege. Susia Styborski reported the same issue with the reunion registration form. While she was able to eventually print out the form and mail it in there is a real concern that some people will just give up rather than persevere and complete the form(s). Website committee will review forms to ensure they are user friendly. 

NEWSLETTER
Kathy Polanski Noce reported the June newsletter was sent out and while happy with a 48.8% open rate, it was a 7.3% decrease in open rate from previous newsletter. A total of 2038 newsletters were sent out with 645 not opened and 393 bounced back. Five users unsubscribed and 3 were reported as spam. Users are accessing the newsletter on their desktop (60%) at a higher rate than on mobile devices (40%). The items with the highest clicks were: Voting (1st), Reunion (2nd), and Shopping (3rd). Kathy thanked all that have shared stories and articles for past newsletters and asked all those in attendance to consider sending her information and pictures to use in the future newsletters. 

2026 REUNION PLANNING AND UPDATE
Aundres reported numbers for hotel reservations in the Alliance block and agreement was made to raise the blocks for Friday and Saturday night from 40 to 50 rooms. Activities for Friday and Saturday nights continue to be discussed. Mouse is confirmed for Friday night trivia. Rather than spending the money on a photo booth we will create an Alliance College backdrop of our own and Mary Ann will provide props for selfie photos. Aundre’a is contacting PNA for photos from their archives. 
Discussions are underway to have Kujawiaki focus, similar to the soccer focus from 2024. Christine Pawlowski is helping with this as part of her committee work. Lori Kolin reported that people enjoy knowing who is coming to the reunion. We listed current attendees last on June 5. These are attendees that gave permission to share their information as attending on their reunion registration form. 

2027 ANNUAL MEETING PLANNING
Plans for a 2027 annual meeting in Chicago or Nashville are being explored. Aundre’a has reached out to the Visitor Boards for those two areas for assistance. We would like to have a location and date set to begin marketing the event by October. We will use the website for outreach as well as individual networking, which seems to be our best way of accessing new interest in ACAA.

ACAA AUDIT
Mike Anderson reported we have not audited our organization in a long time, possibly prior to 2014. There used to be an audit committee but is dissolved. Mike has reached out to an alumnus that could help but has not heard back. Anyone with contacts that could help with this are asked to notify Mike soon.

NOMINATION UPDATE
Mike Anderson reviewed the open positions, each of the officer positions are up for re-election and there are 3 director positions available. We have received some nomination forms but do not have all positions with an interested candidate. Currently there are no nominations for the position of secretary. It is noted that the meetings are being recorded and this may be of interest to someone considering the secretary position. All should consider who they think may be a good fit for a role on the ACAA Board and reach out to them.
